Acid-Based Cleaners on Unglazed Terra Cotta

Generally, an acid will not cause any problem with an unglazed terra cotta.
However be sure to use a acid specifically called for in the cleaning of terra
cotta. Follow the directions carefully and be sure to rinse throughly to remove
all acid residue.

TIP: Cleaning any terra cotta can be tricky and it is important to chose the
proper chemicals. Certain cleaning chemicals can cause irreversible damage
to terra cotta. Before attempting any cleaning contact a specialist.
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
